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Mirrors

Inside Rearview Mirror
Adjust the mirror to a center view po-
sition through the rear window. Night
time headlight glare can be reduced
by moving the control lever under the
mirror to the night position.

NOTE: The mirror viewing range
should be adjusted in the day position
before using the night position.

Outside Mirror
For the driver’s maximum benefit, ad-
just the outside mirrors to center on
the adjacent lane of traffic, slightly
overlapping the view obtained from
the inside mirror.

WARNING!

Vehicles and other objects seen in the
outside mirrors will appear smaller and
farther away than they really are. Re-
lying solely on your door mirrors could
cause you to collide with another ve-
hicle or object.

Outside Mirrors Folding Feature
Outside mirrors can be folded manu-
ally. The outside mirror can be re-
stored to its normal position by un-
folding it outward to the proper
position.

Power Remote Control Mirrors
The power mirror switch is located on
the driver’s door trim. A rotary knob
selects the left mirror, right mirror, or
off position.

Inside Rearview Mirror

Power Mirror Adjust Switch
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Outside mirrors can be adjusted re-
motely on the driver’s door trim panel
only when the ignition switch is in the
ON position. After selecting a mirror,
toggle the knob in the same direction
you want the mirror to move. When
finished, return the knob to the center
middle position to guard against acci-
dental mirror movement.

Heated Remote Control Mirrors
These mirrors are heated to melt frost
or ice. This feature is activated when-
ever the rear window defogger is
activated.

Illuminated Vanity Mirror
An illuminated vanity mirror is located
on the front passenger side sun visor.
To use it, turn the sun visor downward.

Windshield Wipers and
Washers

The wiper and washer control lever is
located on the right side of the steer-
ing column. The wiper/washer oper-
ates only when the ignition switch is in
the ON position.

CAUTION!

In cold weather, always turn the wiper
switch OFF and allow the wipers to re-
turn to the park position before shut-
ting off the engine. If the wiper switch
is left ON and the wipers freeze to the
windshield, damage to the wiper mo-
tor may occur when the vehicle is re-
started.

Always remove any buildup of snow
that prevents the windshield wiper
blades from returning to the park po-
sition. If the windshield wipers are op-
erated before the snow is removed,
damage to the wiper motor may occur.

Never operate the windshield wipers
when the windshield is dry. Operating
the windshield wipers on a dry wind-
shield will scuff the windshield and
permanently damage the wiper blades.

Mirror Directions
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High and Low Speed Feature

Move the lever down to the first setting
past the intermittent settings for low
speed wiper operation, or to the sec-
ond setting past the intermittent set-
tings for high speed wiper operation.

Mist Feature

Move the lever to the MIST position to
activate a single wipe cycle to clear
the windshield. The wiper will con-
tinue to operate until you release the
lever.

Intermittent Wiper Feature
Move the lever down to the INT posi-
tion to make a single wiping cycle with
a pause between cycles.

Auto Wiper Feature (If Equipped)
Move the lever to the AUTO position
to activate the auto wiper feature. The
wiper will function automatically when
it is raining.

Windshield Washers

To use the washer, pull the Windshield
Wiper/Washer Control lever toward
you and hold it for as long as washer
spray is desired. If you activate the
washer while the wiper control is in
the OFF position, the wipers will oper-
ate for two wipe cycles then turn OFF.

Wiper and Washer Lever Mist Control Windshield Washer
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CAUTION!

The windshield washer operating time
should be no longer than 10 seconds.

Operating the windshield washer when
the fluid tank is empty may damage
the washer motor.

Seats

Manual Front Seat Adjustments

Forward and Rearward Adjustment

The manual seat adjustment bar is at
the front of the seat, near the floor.
Pull the bar upward and slide the seat
forward or backward. Release the bar
once the seat is in the desired posi-
tion. To confirm the seat is locked into
place, attempt to move the seat for-
ward and rearward after adjusting the
seat.

WARNING!

Never adjust the seat while driving.
The sudden movement of the seat
could cause you to lose control. Adjust
the seat only while the vehicle is
parked.

Recliner Adjustment
The recliner control lever is on the out-
board side of the seat. To recline the
seat, lean forward slightly before lifting
the lever, then lean back to the de-
sired position and release the lever.
Lean forward and lift the lever to re-
turn the seat back to its normal posi-
tion. If your vehicle is equipped with a
power recliner, see the “Power Seats”
section for operation information.

Manual Seat Adjustment
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Power Seats (If Equipped)
If your vehicle has a power seat, you
can adjust it with switches that are on
the outboard side of the seat near the
floor. Use switch (1) to control the seat
back recliner. Use switch (2) to move
the seat up, down, forward, backward,
or to tilt the seat. .

WARNING!

Adjusting the power seat while the ve-
hicle is moving is dangerous. The sud-
den movement of the seat could cause
you to lose control. Adjust the seat only
while the vehicle is parked.

Lumbar Support
The lumbar support control lever is on
the outboard side of the seat back.
Turn the control lever downward to in-
crease the lumbar support or upward
to decrease the lumbar support, as
desired.

Lumbar Control
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Two sets of cup holders are available,
each of which can accommodate two
large beverage containers.

WARNING!

If containers of hot liquid are placed
in the cup holder, they can spill while
transporting them. Use caution when
transporting hot liquids to avoid injury.

Storage Areas

Center Console
Lifting the latch at the front of the
hinged armrest provides access to the
center console storage areas.

Upper Storage Area

The latch opens to the top storage
area.

Lower Storage Area

The lower bin can be accessed di-
rectly, without first exposing the upper
bin, by operating the latch with the
upper bin down.

Cargo Area
The 60/40 split-folding rear seat pro-
vides cargo carrying versatility. When
the seatback is folded to the upright
position, make sure it is latched by
firmly pulling on the top of the seat-
back above the seat strap.

Vehicle Loading
The seatbacks easily fold down by
pulling the nylon tabs between the
seatbacks and the bolsters. When the
seats are folded down, they provide a
continuous, nearly flat extension of
the load floor.

WARNING!

Always place cargo evenly on the cargo
floor. Put heavier objects as low and
as far forward as possible.

Place as much cargo as possible in
front of the rear axle. Too much weight
or improperly placed weight over or
behind the rear axle can cause the rear
of the vehicle to sway.

Do not pile luggage or cargo higher
than the top of the seatback. This
could impair visibility or become a
dangerous projectile in a sudden stop
or collision.

Reversing Sonar System

Reversing Sonar (If Equipped)
The reversing sonar system informs
the driver through an alarm and by the
distance information on the display
screen while the vehicle is in reverse.
The sonar system is activated when

the ignition switch is ON and the ve-
hicle is shifted into reverse. When the
central sensor detects obstacles within
approximately 90 cm, a slow inter-
rupted alarm will be heard. When rear
left/right sensors detect obstacles
within approximately 60 cm, a rapid in-
terrupted alarm will be heard. The fol-
lowing chart shows the alarm operation
when the system detects an obstacle.

WARNING!

Applying water under high-pressure to
the sonar sensors, such as that from
a high-pressure water gun, may dam-
age the sonar sensors. The surface of
the sonar sensors must never be
pressed, squeezed or impacted.
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
