Operating tips

In order to cool off your Chery after it
has beenexposedin the sun, you
should open the window before turning
on the air conditioning system.
Refrigeration of cooling system may
be not enoughbecauseof frequent
parking and brakingwhile you drive

in heavy traffic arealf you have not
used the air conditioning system for
one month p more than one month,
you should turn on the air conditioning
at least once a month run it for minutes
with the engine ilihg to maintain the
lubrication and sealability of the

compressor and prolong the service

life of the whole system.

The compressor of air conditioning
does not work when the airblower is
turned off.

Make sure the air intake grilles in front
of the windsheld are not blocked by
ice, snow and leavesvhich ensurs
heating and ventilation system work
normally.

It is normal that there could be
condensed water from theaihpipe of
evaporabr when the ambient
temperature and humidity are highte
recommend thagou should keep away
from the cold air.
